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KANE Completes new LEED Silver facility for Johns Hopkins University

Gaithersburg, MD based KANE Construction, Inc. announces the completion of the new administrative offices for the Johns Hopkins University office of Development and Alumni Relations.  The 45,000sf space consolidates eleven previous separate facility operations and was designed to LEED CI Silver standards by Gensler Baltimore.  

The facility, on the Homewood campus at 3400 North Charles Street, Baltimore, MD, is located in the San Martin Center and presented interesting logistical challenges.  Most notably, the structure itself was actually the top two levels of a five story, high volume, campus parking garage that required uninterrupted operation while the core MEP riser package was installed.   With only ribbon walls of perimeter glazing, the entire facility was constructed from a cold and dark shell.  Working with the design team from Gensler’s Baltimore office, KANE utilized all aspects of the LEED Silver design and methodology to install both tenant improvements and the core and shell package while extending passenger elevator service to the two new floors of tenant areas.  All debris was separated and disposed of in certified recycling centers, low VOC adhesives, paints and finishes were utilized along with materials sourced from within a 500 mile radius of the project site.  The tenant space itself is a blend of private offices utilizing a DIRTT modular glass wall package, systems furniture stations, high-end kitchens and multiple conference and meeting rooms with FSC certified White Oak paneling utilizing stainless steel and glass accents throughout.  The project is up for Green Commercial Interior Project of the Year nomination by the Maryland chapter of the United States Green Building Council.  The winner will be announced at an awarded ceremony to be held on January 28th, 2010 at Goucher College in Baltimore, MD.
